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The Week’s Memory Verse:  Matthew 6:31,33 
“Do not worry saying, ‘What shall we eat?’ or ‘What shall we drink?’ or ‘What shall we wear?’  … Seek first 
his kingdom and his righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well.” 

 
 

An old joke told at pastoral gatherings is “How do you clear a room of Lutherans?”  The correct answer is not to yell “fire!”  
but instead to whisper “stewardship.”   This week we are exploring stewardship of our earthly treasures and next week we’ll focus on 
the stewardship of the unique talents which God has given us. Steward and stewardship are not scary words at all!   

 
The word steward, although not used as frequently today as in the past, carries this primary meaning: “One who manages 

another's property, finances, or other affairs (Webster’s Dictionary).  Using that definition you can see why the word has often been 
used to describe a Christian’s relationship to God.  God is the giver and owner of everything we possess during our days on this earth.  
Because what we have belongs to God, it is his property that we are privileged to manage during our lifetimes. 

 
This unit of our journey has been written to help remind us of our role as God’s stewards.  It has been crafted to help us each 

closely examine that important God-given role, so that we might serve him even better in this aspect of our lives.  You are a trusted 
steward of the one true God.  What an awesome privilege.  Carry it out faithfully!

·  This episode reveals much about Judas.  What inside of him led him to betray his Savior?  What is the 

warning in his story for stewards today? 
·  Which person do I most resemble when I consider my life today… the woman?  Judas?  What changes 

should I consider iny life as God’s steward?
