·  When will the last day come? 
·  Why did God put this chapter in the Bible do you suppose? 
·  Are you ready?  What makes someone ready? 
  

Read 1 Thessalonians 4:13-18  – The Coming of the Lord 
·  Why is looking at the end of time so difficult? (2 Peter 3:16) 
·  Why are these verses of such great comfort? 
·  What does the Scripture say will happen at the end? 
·  Who will stand before the Lord? 
·  What will happen when Jesus comes?
