If you have ever been on a long hike, it is always an amazing thing when the goal of your journey finally comes 
into view!

Growing in Faith 
 
Use Meditations (available at church) which place you into daily contact with God’s Word. 
 
Memorize the Bible verse for this week and review the previous memorization passages. 
 
Set aside daily time to complete the 90 Day (New Testament) Bible Reading Plan.  When you are finished with the day’s segment, 
reflect upon the meaning of what you have covered.  (The plan is available on the website.) 
 
Read Luke 18:1-29 – Repentance Leads One to God 

·  These verses look at repentance from different angles.  What is repentance? 
·  What do we learn from the woman and the judge?  What behavior does God want us to emulate?   
·  Looking at the Pharisee and tax collector, what can you learn about repentance? 
·  What is Jesus teaching by holding up the example of little children? 
·  Comment on the sad mistake seen in the rich young man. 
·  Blend all of the above and answer, what is God saying to you about repentance and trust? 

 
Read Matthew 26:69-75  – Peter’s Denials 

·  What is the setting of these verses? 
·  What made Peter act so terribly? 
·  Do you see yourself in him?  Consider moments you can call to mind where you have resembled these 

verses? 
·  When Peter stopped to realize what he had done, what happened? 
·  Why was this important? 
·  What would Jesus tell Peter later (cf. John 21:16)? 
·  What did God use Peter’s life for in days beyond the night in the courtyard (cf. Acts 2:14)?
