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The Week’s Memory Verse:  Galatians 3:6,7 
"Consider Abraham: ‘He believed God, and it was credited to him as righteousness.’ Understand, then, that 
those who believe are children of Abraham.”  

 
 
Everyone wants to belong.  We want to be part of a family and accepted by our peers.  The Israelites, the 

offspring of Abraham, felt a “membership” in God’s family because of their heritage.  God’s loving arms reach 
out to include the people who believe, trust, and place their hope for salvation in Him, regardless of their 
heritage. 
 
Preparation to meet Christ begins with understanding how God’s family works.  This study will explore what it 
takes to be a member of that family. 
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·  Use Meditations (available at church) which places you into daily contact with God’s Word. 
 

·  Memorize the Bible verse for this week and review the previous memorization passages. 
 

·  Set aside daily time to complete the 90 Day (New Testament) Bible Reading Plan. When you are finished with the 
day’s segment, reflect upon the meaning of what you have covered. (The plan is available on the website.) 

 
 
Read Psalm 103:6-22 – God’s Family 
 Make a list of God’s attitude towards those in His family. 
 What other ways can you describe God’s love (v. 11) (See also John 3:16)? 
 How do human beings compare to God (vv. 14-16)? 
 What do vv. 17-18 say about whom God treats as a family member? 
 
Read Luke 15:11-31 – God’s Forgiveness 
 Jesus told this story as an analogy of the relationship we have with God. 
 The father represents God.  Describe his characteristics. 
 Both sons represent us.  Describe their characteristics. 
 What does this story say about God’s willingness to “start over” with you? 
 
Read Galatians 4:4-7 – Our Adoption 
 What was the mission of Jesus Christ, God’s Son? 
 Because of Jesus how does God view us? 
 What is our inheritance? (see Titus 3:4-7)
