Use Meditations (available at church) which place you into daily contact with God’s Word. 
 
Memorize the Bible verse for this week.

When you are finished with the day’s segment, reflect upon 
the meaning of what you have covered.  Ask the Lutheran question:  “What Does This Mean (for me and for my daily 
life)?   
 
Read Philippians 2:5-11 

·  Who is Jesus according to verse 6? 
·  What does verse 7 teach us about him? 
·  What did Jesus look like according to verse 8 and what did this perfect human being do for us? 
·  What was the Father’s response to what his Son has done (verse 9)? 
·  What two things will everyone do before Jesus (verse 10,11)? 
·  Who is glorified by this (verse 11)? 

 
Read John 1:1-18 (The Word made Flesh) 

·  What title does John use to speak about Jesus in this section of the Bible? 
·  Why do you suppose John uses this descriptive title? 
·  As you read these verses what do you learn about Jesus Christ? 
·  In these verses what do you learn about this sinful world which surrounds you? 
·  Why do you suppose it is vitally important to see your life in this light? 
·  What is the wonderful promise given to the believer at the end of this section? 
·  Make a list of people you know who are not a part of God’s family at this time and pray specifically for 

the Word to draw them into God’s family.  Keep the list near, so that you will not forget to add these in 
your daily prayers.
