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The Week’s Memory Verse:  Romans 10:17 
“Faith comes from hearing the message, and the message is heard through the Word of Christ.”

·  Whose actions have guaranteed you a place in God’s family? 
·  Through the Holy Spirit using the Word, we believe in Jesus Christ.  What sure promises does God 

make to those who believe? 
·  How much can you trust God’s promises? 

 
Read Acts 16:22-34 (Paul, Silas, a Jailer and his Family) 

·  Read a few verses before this section and discover why Paul and Silas were in trouble. 
·  What did the authorities do to punish the two missionaries? 
·  What did Paul and Silas do to cope with being in prison? 
·  How did God intervene?  What did the jailer think when he saw it? 
·  What opportunity did God provide for Paul and Silas that night? 
·  What was the jailer’s question?  How was his question answered?  What was the result? 
·  How did God create and nourish faith in this prison guard and in his family? 
·  When life causes you to struggle, where do you turn for strengthening?
