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L “Talk about them [God’s Comman'ds/Words] when you
sit at home and when you walk along the road, when you lie down
and when you get up.”

These devotions are intended to get you talking. The lessons
are short. The questions are intended to get you thinking and

talking.
Highs/Lows Each day we have a high point and each day we have

a low point. The truth is we live somewhere in the middle.

By listening to what makes your child happy and sad each day,
and telling about your day, you can teach your child by
example to take the worries of the day to God’s throne in
prayer. God’s Word is relevant to the events of our everyday
lives. Highs and Lows are a great way to stay in touch with what
is going on in your child’s life. Make it a habit before they
begin to pull away.

At the devotion’s end you will have opportunity to thank God
for the good things that happened for each family member as
well as lift your concerns about the low points in the day. After
using this as part of devotions, families have said, “We now see
our blessings more readily and our lows are staying in
perspective.”

We establish a great pattern for our children when we teach
them to unite God’s Word with the events of the day and give
them together in prayer to our Heavenly Father.

Bible Verse: “The LORD is my strength and my song.” -Exodus 15:2

Devotional Thought: Look around your house. Name items made of strong
material which can support a lot of weight. Are their items which are made of
weak material? Identify and talk about the materials used in constructing your
house. What are the strong materials? The weak?

Most homes are built with concrete somewhere. It may be in the floor. It
may be in basement blocks. Wood is also a strong material. We use it for
furniture and cabinets.

God wants us all to remember that he is the strength of our home. His love
and forgiveness lives in our hearts. He wants how we treat one another to
show the kind of love he has for each of us.

Wood and concrete build strong houses. God’s love and forgiveness builds
strong homes. Let each of us show God’s love to one another and guests
who visit.

Thought Time:

1. What does it mean to have God as our strength? Name situations in
which you have turned to him.

2. What are some ways as a family we can remind one another to look to
God as our strength?

3. Discuss the blessings God offers his children.

Prayer Time:
1. Praise Jesus for materials to build strong houses.

2. Thank Jesus for a family which sees him as their strength. Thank him for
your family ‘highs’.

3. Ask Jesus to help you remember to show his love even when you don’t
want to. Ask for help with your family ‘lows for the day. Close in Jesus’
name.
