These devotions are intended to get you talking. The lessons
are short. The questions are intended to get you thinking and

talking.
Highs/Lows Each day we have a high point and each day we have

a low point. The truth is we live somewbhere in the middle.

By listening to what makes your child happy and sad each day,
and telling about your day, you can teach your child by
example to take the worries of the day to God’s throne in
prayer. God’s Word is relevant to the events of our everyday
lives. Highs and Lows are a great way to stay in touch with what
is going on in your child’s life. Make it a habit before they
begin to pull away.

At the devotion’s end you will have opportunity to thank God
for the good things that happened for each family member as
well as lift your concerns about the low points in the day. After
using this as part of devotions, families have said, “We now see
our blessings more readily and our lows are staying in
perspective.”

We establish a great pattern for our children when we teach
them to unite God’s Word with the events of the day and give
them together in prayer to our Heavenly Father.

Devotional Thought: Most of us think of worship as something we do on
Sunday mornings in the church sanctuary. We gather, sing songs, listen to
scripture and sermons, and give our offering. But is Sunday morning the only
time we are to worship? Is the sanctuary (church) the only place? The word
worship means to “give worth” to God.

St. Paul urges us to offer our whole selves—to offer our bodies as living
sacrifices—to God. He calls this our “spiritual act of worship.” We are to “give
worth” to God at all times. Worshiping God is more than a Sunday morning
spectator sport. True worship is a twenty-four-hour-per-day, seven-day-per-
week living offering. St. Paul says we are to live lives “holy and pleasing to
God.” Whatever we do, we are to do it all for God’s glory.

Jesus does not simply want our bodies in a pew or our talents used in worship
once in a while. Jesus wants our whole lives to be offered to God every day.

Thought Time:

1. Whart have you sacrificed for someone you loved? Why did you give it?
What is the last thing you sacrificed for God?

2. Name several ways you can use your talents to “give worth” to God?

3. What does God have to say to you in the Bible verse above?

Prayer Time:
1. Praise God for calling you to be a living sacrifice.

2. Thank Jesus for offering Himself as a living sacrifice for you on the cross.
Thank Him for your family “highs” of the day.

3. Ask the Holy Spirit to accept your talents, your life and your bodies as a
living sacrifice. Ask that you may be made holy and acceptable to God
through the blood of Jesus Christ. Ask for strength to deal with the “lows”

your family experienced this day. Close your prayer in Jesus name.
